Cancer Awareness 

 
October is Breast cancer Aware-

ness Month, this year 46,000 people 

will be diagnosed with breast  

cancer.  

 

Many people are unaware that men 

can develop breast cancer too be-

cause they do not think of men as 

having breasts. In fact, both men 

and women have breast tissue. Of 

the 46,000 new cases of breast can-

cer diagnosed in the UK each year, 

around 300 are men. In September 

this year Jane Hatfield, Director of 

Policy and Research at Breast Can-

cer Care, said: ñIt is encouraging to 

see that breast cancer survival rates 

have improved.ò 

Breast cancer accounts for around 

16% of female deaths from cancer in 

the UK and was the most common 

cause of death from cancer in women 

until 1998. 

Survival rates for breast cancer have 

been improving for more than twenty 

years and more women are being suc-

cessfully treated than ever before. The 

estimated relative twenty year survival 

rate for women with breast cancer has 

gone from 44% in  the early 1990s to 

64% for the most recent period.
