Homemade meringues 

Sadil Narayan 8AD 

Make these meringues as large or small as you like. 
Serve as tea-time treat or as an elegant dessert. 

Makes around 24 
 

Ingredients: 4 egg whites, ¼ tea spoon salt, 275g caster sugar ½ 
teaspoon vanilla/almond essence and 250 ml whipped cream. 

 
1. Preheat the oven to gas ¼. 
2. Grease and flour two large baking sheets. 
3.  Beat the egg whites and salt in a metal bowl. 
4. When they both start to form soft peaks, add half the 
 sugar  and continue beating the mixture hold stiff 
 peaks. 
5. with a large metal spoon, fold in the reaming sugar and 
 vanilla or almond essence, if using. 
6. Pipe or spoon the mixture on to the baking sheets. 
7.  Bake for 2 hours then turn off the oven. 
8. Loosen the meringues, and set in another place on the 

sheets to prevent sticking. Leave in oven to cool down. 
Whip the cream and use it to fill the meringues. 

 
Things to try next time before oven baking take grater and un-
peeled orange and grate orange on top of uncooked meringues.

FROM Ricky Gervais, the award-
winning creator and star of BBC come-
dies The Office and Extras, comes the 
new romantic comedy The Invention of 
Lying. 

The premise of the film is that there is 
an alternative reality in which lying does 
not exist. 

Everyone ï from politicians to advertis-
ers, to men and women walking along 
the street ï speaks the truth and nothing 
but the truth, with no thought of the con-
sequences. 

But when a down-on-his-luck loser 
called Mark (Gervais) suddenly devel-
ops the ability to lie, he finds that dis-

honesty has its rewards. 

In a world where every word is assumed 
to be the honest truth, Mark easily lies 
his way to fame and fortune. 

However, lies have a way of spreading 
and Mark begins to realise that things 
are getting a little out of control when 
some of his tallest tales are taken as 
gospel.
