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Carnegie Medal 2009

Our young readers celebrated the awarding of the 2009
Carnegie Medal by writing their own reviews of the top seven
shortlisted childrends titles.

The Carnegie Medal is awarded annually to the writer of an
outstanding book for children. It was established in 1936, in
memory of the great Scottish-born philanthropist, Andrew
Carnegie (1835-1919). Carnegie was a self-made industrialist
who made his fortune in steel in the USA. His experience of using
a library as a child led him to resolve that "if ever wealth came to
me that it should be used to establish free libraries." Carnegie
set up more than 2,800 libraries across the English speaking
world and, by the time of his death, over half the library
authorities in Great Britain had Carnegie libraries.

This is the fifth year that Canons High students have 'shadowed
the Carnegie Medal'.
