- DATES FOR YOUR DIARY - 

On the evening of  11th March the vast majority of Year 9 
students brought their parents along to school to hear 
about the range of courses and qualifications they will have 
to choose from to study in Years 10 and 11.  
 
Mr Morrow and I talked to the Year 9 students about the 
importance of them making the right choices in the 
Upper School subject choices process. It was explained 
how they had to give themselves the greatest chance of 
achieving enough passes to study advanced level 
qualifications at 16 and beyond.  We explained the 
importance of the new BTEC courses in helping more 
students achieve success in coming years and we 
showed how students this year will have an extra choice 
of subject compared to previous years.  
In the second half of the evening, students and their 
parents had the opportunity to talk to representatives of 
each subject and ask any question they could think of 
about the courses they had to offer. 
 
Having had a week to look through their Upper School 
Courses Booklet and talk with families and with their 

teachers about their suitability for certain courses, students last 
week have each had an interview with either Mr. Morrow or a 
member of the Senior Leadership Team.  These meetings, 
which parents were invited to attend, were to listen to the 
studentsô ideas about which courses they wanted to do in the 

upper school, but most importantly to inform, advise and 
guide  them about the appropriateness of their choices in 
terms of helping them to achieve highly and be 
successful by the end of Year 11. 
 
Once the interviews were over, students made their final 
choices and the school has now begin the process of 
ensuring each child receives as many of their first choice 
options as possible. 
 
The time invested in this process by staff, parents and 
students is significant, but we all recognise the 
importance in helping the students to make the choices 
that are right for them, now and for their futures.
