The workshops included Science, in which the students worked with the 
Head of Forensic Science in Harrow to look at fingerprints and car tyre moulds. In Humanities they worked on a time-
line and discussed the events with a historical perspective. In Art they created photo fits of the teachers that were 
suspects in the crime and the best photos won cinema tickets. During their Maths lessons they worked on code 
breakers using equations and algebra to get more clues to the murder. The English sessions involved óhotseatingô 
whereby the students took on the roles of the suspects while the others questioned them. Modern Languages used a 
computer program which was a detective mystery in French and German.
