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Innov8 2008

From 8th to 10th July, all Year 8 students took part in Innov8. This is
a cross curricular project lasting 2 ¥ days enabling students to work
on projects over an extended period of time. One of the aims of In-
nov8 is for students to work collaboratively and with students who

volved in the project: Design and Technology, Performing Arts, Sci-
ence and Maths.

In Design and Technology students worked with structures, following
some simple bridge making. We visited the Millennium Bridge and the
London Eye to look at the way these structures are put together.

A good insight into what makes a strong structure was obtained from the flight on the eye, as well as giving a great
view of London. Although the weather was’ poor the feed back and the sketches students made were useful for the
following days work. The following day the students were asked to build a model of the London Eye that was at least
1metre in diameter, using paper as the structural material. Although only made of rolled paper tubes the structures
made are surprisingly rigid and quite strong.

As there is a lot of work for a team of four students to do in making a models of this size, we awarded two prizes for
the team who showed the best teamwork and organization of the tasks. The winning teams were:-
