From Tuesday afternoon, for 24 
hours, the whole 6th form enjoyed all the conference  facilities that 
the hotel has to offer. 

There was a formal dinner on Tuesday evening followed by an 
after dinner speech by comedian, writer and performer Steve 
Punt.  His talk around his own educational experiences was very 
entertaining and thought provoking for both staff and students. 

On Wednesday morning the second outside speaker was Jo 
Salter, a woman with a remarkable cv, having been the first     
female pilot in the RAF to fly fast jets.  Her account of her        
progress from school to this role-breaking position was             
fascinating.
