year 10 students. Mr Boles has been flying with British Airways for more
than 20 years and began his career with BA at 16 yrs old when he was
successful in securing a place on their aircraft engineering apprenticeship
programme. He now flies the Boeing 747 7 400 aircraft on the long haul
routes.

Mr Boles was born and brought up in this area and outlined his career
development. He was not a hard working student at school and regrets
that he missed what he describes as“ my first opportu
He urged students to think about what they want from their futures, and
‘ make the very most of school life, and any opportunity that may benefit
them in the future.
