An excellent start to the new academic year 

The new academic year has begun very well and we have been very impressed with the manner in which our new students have started. 

The vast majority of pupils attend school regularly and arrive for school on time. I would like to thank parents for their support in this matter. A child 

attending school regularly takes an important step towards reaching their full potential. You will be aware that we had a highly successful Ofsted 

inspection last year. One of the few areas noted by the Lead Inspector as an area for improvement was pupil attendance. She made a comment in 

her letter to pupils that “a few continue to take holidays in school time and this hinders your learning”. Research shows that pupils who have 95% 

attendance or better are more likely to achieve their target grades. We encourage and support every individual to meet or exceed this target. 

May I remind you, especially our new parents, that any request for leave of absence should be made before a holiday is booked as the time 

requested might not be authorised.  I need to advise you that we will consider taking off roll any pupil who takes unauthorised leave. Our School 

Policy follows Government guidelines and each application is  considered individually, taking into account factors such as the timing of the holiday 

and the child’s attendance record.  In exceptional circumstances, up to ten days leave during a pupil’s time at Canons High School might be 

authorised, provided their attendance has been maintained at 95% or better. We ask that holidays are taken during the 13 weeks in the year when 

children are not required to be at school. The holiday dates for 2008 – 2009 are included in this Newsletter.  

We do value your support in this matter.

Update on New 6 th  Form Build ......  

Work is progressing very well with the new 3 
storey Sixth Form building at Canons, in these 
early stages of the £3.5 million building scheme.  

The design of the build has been approved, with 
some alterations, and building consent has been 
given. 

The new Music facility has been completed, 
providing modern teaching and practice facilities, 
which has enabled the demolition of the old Music 
area, which is where the new building will be sited.  
Media Studies have also benefitted by moving into a 

new specialist area while the works are in progress and there are now 8 brand new additional 
classrooms on site providing modern and appropriate teaching spaces.  

As a result of the building works, a number of measures have been put into place to maintain 
the safety of all users and visitors to the site.  These include:  

 a 2 metre high barrier which completely surrounds the building site so only authorised 
personnel have access to this area 

 new pathways have been put in to allow safe pedest rian access around the works 

 new fire assembly areas have been designated and procedures reviewed in light of the 
works 

 additional traffic calming measures have been put in and there are very strict rules in 
place in relation to the movement of heavy vehic les and timing of deliveries, etc.  

The school and Kier, the main contractors, are working closely together to ensure that the 
building work does not disrupt the work of the school and that students still continue to receive 
a high standard of education.  The programme for the scheme is still very much on target for 
completion in Summer 2009.
