Results Best Ever  
Just before the end of the summer holidays our Year 11 
students gathered back at Canons to receive their eagerly 
awaited GCSE results and what a brilliant set of results they 
were. Our greatest yet!  
 
In the borough of Harrow this is the fifth consecutive year that the 
percentage of students earning 5 or more GCSEôs at grades A* to 
C, a recognised national benchmark, has risen and no more so at 
Canons High. Here is a summary of our studentsô success; 
 

72% achieving 5 or more GCSEs at grades A* to C  
 

46% achieving 5 or more GCSEs at grades A* to C 
including English and Maths.  

 

100% achieving 5 or more GCSEs at grades A* to G.  
 

This first statistic of 72% is a full 12 points increase on our last 
years results percentage and is by far the greatest GCSE exam 
result improvement of any school in the borough of Harrow.  
 
Enjoying particular success is our Science department. They saw 
a huge increase in their pass rate with a fantastic 80% of their 
young scientists gaining GCSE A* to C passes in their individual 
science exams. 

There are too many successful students to name here but 
everyone who achieved, or bettered, their target grades is to be 
congratulated for their effort and perseverance throughout years 
10 and 11. The Department was especially pleased to achieve 
the enviable record that all Science students achieved at least 
one A* to G grade at GCSE or equivalent.
