History 

Month 
In 2007, we marked the 200th 
anniversary of the abolition of the 
slave trade in Great Britain and had 
the chance to reflect on the 
appalling suffering caused to 
millions of people. 
 
At the conclusion of this Bicentenary, the 
Government announced its intention to 
commemorate the slave trade and its 
abolition every year, and incorporate it as a 
compulsory part of the national curriculum in 
schools,  although it was already celebrated 
every October here at Canons High and had 
been for many years.  

The aims of Black History Month are to 
promote knowledge of Black history, culture 
and heritage; spread information about 
positive Black contributions to British society 
and to heighten the confidence and 
awareness of Black students to their own 
cultural heritage.  
 
But how is Black History Month celebrated 
and incorporated in school? As well as special 
themed displays, competitions and 
assemblies, every department applies special 
focus on Black achievements and 
contributions within their subject area,
