Val was born in Jamaica and 
came to England in 1979. She 
studied English with African and 
Caribbean Studies at the University of Kent at Canterbury. 
She writes poetry in English and Jamaican patois for all ages, 
and has performed her work throughout the world, with many 
television and radio appearances. Her poetry is included in a 
number of anthologies and she performs regularly for schools 
and colleges.
