I would like to thank parents for their support and understanding during the recent adverse weather.  A decision to close 
the school is never taken lightly but the safety of staff and students travelling to school, and around the school site, is 
paramount. The geography of our site, that is being located within a residential area and having many school buildings, 
is a determining consideration. Unfortunately the problem with the snow and ice was exacerbated by the fact that 
Harrow Council did not grit local roads and pavements. I did request that pavements and roads surrounding the school  
receive attention, but was told that the gritting strategy included major routes only and this strategy would not change. 
  
We have been very impressed with the vast majority of students who have shown exemplary and responsible 
behaviour. I am pleased to report that as I walked around the school this week, it was clear that groups were engaged 
in purposeful learning.  
 

From Monday, students should return to wearing full and regular school uniform, that is black leather shoes ï no 
trainers or boots.

During adverse weather conditions please make every effort to get your child into school, unless you judge conditions to 
be unsafe to do so. Our staff make superhuman efforts to arrive for work and it is a shame that a minority of students do 
not go to the same trouble.
