The Youth and Philanthropy Initiative (YPI) is an 
international programme that aims to develop the 
community leaders of the future. 
Participants are given a hands-on experience of philanthropy, 
the desire to improve the general welfare of others, especially 
through charitable activities. Our participating Year 10 students 
worked in small teams to research the needs of their local 
community and identify the local charity they believed was best 
placed to make a positive contribution. 
The students teams then met with representatives from their 
chosen charity and, following skills training in bid making and

Teachers from 
Canons High  
visit schools in 

Canada

During the February half term, a 
group of teachers from four 
schools across Harrow, including 
Miss Shah and myself from 
Canons High, took part in the 
T e a c h e r s  I n t e r n a t i o n a l 
Professional Development (TIPD) 
programme organized by the 
British Council. 
 

We travelled to Canada and visited 11 
schools in the district of Hamilton which is 
located in the Central Eastern province of 
Ontario. Despite the very cold weather, 
which is normal there for that time of 
year, we received a typically warm and 
very hospitable welcome from our 
Canadian hosts. 
  
The theme of the visit was Year 6/7  
student transition. This area of interest  
was chosen by the British Council because 
high schools in Harrow will be welcoming 
their first intake of Year 7 students in 
September this year. It is imperative that 
there is connection and continuity in 
ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ƭŜŀǊƴƛƴƎ ǿƘŜƴ ǘƘŜȅ ǘǊŀƴǎŦŜǊ 
from primary to high school and a great 
deal is already done to ensure our new 
intakes benefit from as smooth a 
transition as can be achieved. However, 

bearing in mind that this September we 
will be welcoming almost 180 Year 7 
students as well as our usual new Year 8s, 
the need was seen to focus on transition 
strategies and different models of 
transition to learn about best practices 
employed during this period of change. 
 

Schools in Canada and their educational 
system have developed with influences 
from Britain, France and the U.S.A., so 
seeing how they operate on a day to day 
basis, and particularly how they deal with 
ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘǎΩ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ǘǊŀƴǎƛǘƛƻƴΣ ǿŀǎ 
extremely interesting. We observed 
several lessons, spoke with headteachers, 
governors, teachers, students and even 
parents to get a full and balanced 
overview of their education structure. 
  
We have brought back with us details of 
their transition policies and strategies to 
see if they can assist us with our own 
transfer of students from primary to 
secondary school in a UK context, in 
Harrow and at Canons High.
